	Lot 1: Supply and aerial distribution of rabies vaccines

To Article 9 – General Obligations – paragraph 9.1 of Special Conditions

According to the paragraph 9.1. the Contractor shall specifically ensure the following:


· That the rabies vaccine baits are evenly, regularly and individually sited (by low altitude aerial drops) across the territory defined in the Vaccination plan (see Article 7.8 above) at a distribution of approximately 22 pieces of vaccination baits per square kilometre. To provide for this required density and regularity of distribution of the rabies vaccine baits, the aircraft from which the low-altitude aerial drops are made shall fly parallel flight lines that are 500 metres apart (deviations of +/- 50 meters will be deemed acceptable) with single rabies vaccine baits being dropped at intervals of no more than 100 metres. The Contractor shall ensure that the minimum number of baits dropped in any square kilometre within the territory defined in the siting plan is not less than 18 and that the average baiting density achieved across the entire territory is not less than 22. The Contractor shall undertake to repeat the distribution of rabies vaccine baits in territories or parts of territories where these minimum performance levels are not achieved;


Question:
The requirement – that the minimum number of baits dropped in any square kilometre within the territory defined in the siting plan is not less than 18 – is unjustified and unrealisable.
In any square kilometre in the border area between urban areas (non-target area) and vaccination area (target area) the number of baits can vary between 1 and 22 baits.
The same applies for water areas (non-target area) and vaccination area (target area).
Please rephrase or withdraw this requirement.
	Please refer to the Special Conditions of the Tender Dossier, Article 9.1 General obligations which stipulates the following:
“Notwithstanding the foregoing, rabies vaccine baits shall under no circumstances be sited by dropping in inhabited areas, in watery areas or on roads…..”.

	Lot 1: Supply and aerial distribution of rabies vaccines

To Article 13 - Programme of implementation of tasks - paragraph 13.2 of Special Conditions

According to the paragraph 13.2 the Contractor shall also ensure that:


a) For autumn 2015 vaccination campaign, the vaccine shall be delivered to Serbia during October 2015. 

b) For spring 2016 vaccination campaign, the vaccine shall be delivered to Serbia during February 2016. 

c) For autumn 2016 vaccination campaign, the vaccine shall be delivered to Serbia during August 2016. 

d) For spring 2017 vaccination campaign, the vaccine shall be delivered to Serbia during February 2017.


All pre-vaccination activities must be timely completed by the Contractor so that vaccination campaigns could start respectively during October 2015, April 2016, October 2016 and April 2017.

Question:

Except for the first delivery the Contracting Authority requires the delivery of vaccine 2 months before the vaccination campaigns should start.
Please clarify if the first vaccination campaign can start in December 2015 allowing the Contractor the same time period for the pre-vaccination activities as it is determined for the remaining three vaccination campaigns.

To Article 1.3 – Technical specification – of ANNEX II + III 
Technical Specifications + Technical Offer

According to 1.1. k.) 200.000 doses of vaccine will be furnished in 10 doses bottle and 200.000 doses in 20 or 25 dose bottles.

It is suggested that in addition to the 20 or 25 dose bottle also 50 dose bottles are acceptable.
