“Design-build” modernisation and rehabilitation of approx. 23 km (34 kms including stations and two track sections) of electrified single-track public railway line including all sub-systems, between Nis and Brestovac, as a part of Pan-European Corridor X (Orient-East Med Corridor). The line will continue to be operational, and the works shall be performed, during pre-set “working windows”. The Contract shall be implemented according to the FIDIC (Yellow Book - First Edition, 1999).
