6. Description of the contract

Purpose of this contract is construction of the gas interconnection Niš - Dimitrovgrad, bi-directional gas transmission pipeline between natural gas transmission systems of Serbia and Bulgaria. The construction of the pipeline is divided in three sections of an estimated length of 35 km per section (total length of pipeline is cca 108 km) with two main activities which are excavating of the trench and the welding of pipes. The works shall be implemented under 'Red Book' of FIDIC Contract Conditions.
